3.2 All competitors must possess SingaporeSailing Level 1 Proficiency
certification or an equivalent accepted by the Organising Authority.

When more than 80 entries are received at the close of entries, the regatta

shall consist of a qualifying series and a final series.

The entire fleet will be divided into 4 groups. The seeding of boats into the 4
groups will be based on the current National Ranking where available or
another method as determined by the Organising Authority. The seeding will
be done as soon as possible after the closing of entries and shall not be
subject to protest. This changes rule 60.1(b).

Each qualifying race shall consist of 2 groups racing together and where
possible each group shall race each other group an equal number of times.

Groups may be started in any order however the Race Committee will attempt
to start as follows:

The Group Flags shall be displayed in place of Class Flags. All boats will
display a coloured ribbon (corresponding with the colour of their groups)
attached securely to the top of their mast or sprit. The organiser will provide

these ribbons.

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Group 3 — Yellow

Group 4 — Pink
5.7 When more than 4 groups are required, appropriate measures will be taken.
5.8 Boats will be assigned to final-series fleets Gold, Silver, Bronze, etc., on the
basis of their ranks in the qualifying-series. The final-series fleets will have, as
nearly as possible, equal size but so that the Silver fleet is not larger than the
Gold fleet, etc. Boats with the best qualifying-series ranks will race all final-
series races in the Gold fleet, boats with the next-best qualifying-series ranks
will race in the Silver fleet, etc.
5.9 Final Series flags and colours shall be:
Gold Fleet — Gold
Silver Fleet — Light green
Bronze Fleet — Red (If applicable)
6.1 Dates Optimist/Byte Time of 1°' Warning Signal

20 Jul 2008 Racing 1100 hrs
6.2 There will be no limit to the number of races per day.
6.3 On the last day of the regatta no warning signal will be made after 1530hrs.
The sailing instructions will be available after the closing date at the National
Sailing Centre.
Attachment 1 shows the location of the racing areas.
The diagrams in Attachment 2 show the courses, the order in which marks
are to be passed, and the side on which each mark is to be left.
10.1  Appendix P will apply, with the following change:
Rule P2.1 is changed such that on the first protest, if a boat is protested after
she has finished, she will be given a scoring penalty of 8 points, without a

hearing. If her score results in a score worse than DSQ, the penalty will be
corresponding to DSQ.

Rule P2.3 will not apply and rule P2.2 is changed so that it will apply to any
protest after the first one.

Action taken under Appendix P will not be grounds for redress by a
competitor.

The regatta shall consist of a qualifying series and a final series.
All race scores in the qualifying and final series shall be used in determining
the final series score, less any discards allowed.

A maximum of 7 races are scheduled. A minimum of 3 races are required to
be completed to constitute a regatta.

(a) Atleast 3 qualifying races are required to be completed for each group
to constitute the qualifying series and to enter the final series.

(b)  The final series shall consist of all remaining races not sailed in the
qualifying series. All the race scores in the qualifying and final series
shall be used in determining the final series score, less any discards
allowed.

(c) When 3 or fewer qualifying series races have been completed and no
final series has been conducted, a boat’s series score will be the total of
all her race scores.

(d)  When 4 or more qualifying and final series races (combined) have been
completed for a particular group, a boat’s series score in that group
shall be the total of her race scores excluding her worst score.

There will be only one final official ranking list for the regatta and for each
class. Boats in the gold fleet will rank higher than those in the silver fleet, who
shall in turn be ranked higher than those in bronze fleet, etc.

The number of final series races need not be equal for all final series groups.

If the minimum number of races required for the qualifying series is not
completed on the first scheduled race day, the race shall continue on the next
scheduled race day, using the qualifying series grouping system.

A boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio
communications not available to all boats. This restriction also applies to
mobile telephones.
